2. All vendors MUST provide their own equipment, including tables, chairs. 
3. BOOTH SPACE MUST BE SET UP BY 9:30 AM.  Booth spaces not set up by 9:30 will be forfeited. Clean up begins at 4:00 PM.  We encourage you to decorate your booth, keeping in mind the harvest theme.   We are not responsible for space assignments in sun or shade or for weather conditions.  Event is rain or shine.  

4. Participants are responsible for staffing, assembling and dismantling their booth space, equipment and supplies.  All groups are required to participate the entire day.  Early clean up is prohibited.  
5. All vehicles must be removed from the event area no later than 9:30 AM.  Vehicles will not be allowed into the event until after 4:15 PM.  Parking passes will be provided for access into the Vendor Parking area located south of the barn off Knox Road,

6. Completed applications are due no later than September 15, 2011.  Please make checks payable to Prusch Farm Park Foundation.   Written cancellation and/or refund request of space fees will not be accepted after September 1, 2011.  There will be a $25.00 handling charge on all refunds.  Applications must include appropriate license and permit numbers.

1. Food sale vendors must have a health permit from Santa Clara County Health Services.  Call 408-918-3400 or visit www.EHinfo.org for complete details.
2. Electricity available upon request
3. If you will be serving food from a vehicle or commercial coach, please let us know so proper permits can be provided for display inside your vehicle.

4. Food booths will be set up on the pavement in front of the barn.
5. Food vendors are to provide their own SCC approved tent or structure.
